Therapy Symposium and the Benefits

The Third Annual Horticultural Therapy Symposium
was another great success. On August 13, fifty
registrants gathered in Edgerton Hospital’s Healing
Garden to take part in a day of presentations, tours,
displays, and networking focused on the importance of
plants in our lives. Attendees included therapists,
activity directors, extension agents, educators,
caregivers, and gardeners, creating a dynamic mix of
perspectives and interests.

Keynote speaker Kelly Warnick, incoming president of
the American Horticultural Therapy Association
